• Ability to communicate and work with groups and provide necessary instruction 

to campers 
• Ability to enforce appropriate safety regulations and carry out emergency 

procedures 
• Ability to visually and audibly identify and respond to any environmental hazards 
• Possess strength and energy to maintain constant supervision over campers while 

at the barn, and to take care of the horses and barn adequately.
